Conservation Snapshot by Joe Cendagorta

Castor Canadensis

The common beaver (castor Canadensis) may be an important and cost effective tool in the restoration and
enhancement of Western lakes and streams. Construction of their low-tech dams and resulting ponds provides the
following benefits: the extended slow release of water late into summer, keeping rivers and streams free flowing;
saturation of surrounding land areas that become water retention banks; and the creation of fish friendly wildlife
riparian habitats.

Beavers are a keystone species generally abundant before European settlement — early estimates placing their
numbers at 60 million or more. While exploring much of North America 200 hundred years ago, David Thompson
observed: “The west is in the possession of two distinct races of beings, man and the beaver.”

Water concerns are starting to impact the West and its fisheries. Increasingly, climatic changes (the general drying
out of the West) and population growth will soon dictate that water issues will become the norm. Beavers, their dams
and resulting benefits may be an effective and low cost aid in the preservation of many threatened and impacted
fisheries.

Historically, beaver re-introduction has faced opposition from various sources. Some water-rights owners feel that
beavers alter their water supplies and impact their livelihoods. Other areas of concern are the flooding of trails, back
roads, cabins, etc.

It’s time to take a new look at this issue. In the last decade, drought-driven catastrophic wildfires have devastated
the West. Some impacted watersheds have been so severely damaged that soils become hydrophobic (less permeable
to water) — at times actually repelling water. This results in erosion, flooding and drinking water quality issues.

Recent satellite thermal imaging conducted by the NOAA Fisheries in Oregon show that water temperature drops
of between 2-4 degrees centigrade are common in watersheds with functioning beaver populations. In this day of
economic concerns, it’s important to consider the benefits these hard working rodents provide for free.

Truckee River Flyfishers has teamed with Project Healing Waters!

Project Healing Waters Fly Fishing, Inc., initiated and conducted by members of the Federation of Fly Fishers
and Trout Unlimited, serves military personnel who have been wounded, injured, or disabled to aid their physical and
emotional recovery by introducing or rebuilding the skills of fly fishing and fly tying and by using and enjoying these
skills on fishing outings and as lifelong recreation.

Charles Lorang is our Project Healing Waters Coordinator. We will be holding our first PHW’s event (fly
tying) on January 23". We will need volunteers to help teach veterans how to tie flies. The event will be from 11:00 —
1:00 at the EL Cord Building (KNPB Community Room) 1670 North Virginia Street, Reno. Volunteers will need to
arrive by 10:30.

December Prospects by Wes Ong

Eagle Lake: The Lake is very low and this year the fishing has been better than in past years. December, if mild
could see some good numbers with the takes being soft and the fight a little sluggish as the water temperature
drops. Low light overcast days are best with a slight chop. Rule here is bright day, bright fly, dark day, bright fly,
and any day, bright fly! Fish are cruisers here and will come to the fly so one that gets there attention from a
distance is best.

Trinity River: Bill, of the Reno Fly Shop says that the first two weeks of December are a good time to hit this
Steelhead water. Use small mayflies and stone flies under an indicator. | would fish the upper end from Junction
City to Willow Creek; the river flows along Highway 299 the whole way. Water is low too, it was last year too.

Pyramid Lake: Well if you got the message that the fish out last month was cancelled at the last minute, and you
didn’t go you missed some good chocolate cake that Lisa made. If you were stubborn like me and went anyway, I
caught seven and by the afternoon it was down right nice on the lake so I left. My hot fly was a Northern Lights
Tadpole with a purple underbelly tied extra large. Fish have been scattered this fall so don’t stay in one place too
long without getting bit. If nothing is going on in shallow water, go deep. This month | would exercise extreme
caution when float tubing on the Lake. Carry your cell phone (good signal now), and go with a buddy.

Squaw Creek Res.: Sunny warm day with little wind could be a good day to make the trip up here now that gas is
down by the 2 buck mark. The upper end has several warm water springs, which keep the lake ice free most of the
time. Probably will schedule a fish outing here in the spring.

Little Truckee: Now open all year between Boca and Stampede, this artificial only water on November 15"
changed to zero limit until the last Saturday in April. Flows will be minimal so a whole different set of tactics need
to be applied. If you have ever fished Putah Creek in the winter this is the type of approach that you need to
employ. Sunny mid-day bite would be my guess.

Yuba River: Opens December First above the Highway 20 Bridge. Big water and it takes a long walk to get away
from the crowds. Fishable water flows are below 1000 cfs. Small mayflies and stoneflies hatch here all winter. Rise
forms could be rough fish so look closely. Salmon and Steelhead are in the river at this time of the year so carry
egg patterns.

Truckee River: Itis not too late to fish streamers in the lower river, water levels have been low for most of the
fall which means that the fish have been subjected to predators of winged, four legged, and two legged kind. This is
the first time in a long time that the water thru town has dropped below 200 cubic feet per second. California side is
now open all year with the same zero limit that applies to the Little Truckee. Colder water will mean that the fish
will not move far to take your fly so keep this in mind when working the water and decoding where the fish are

going to hold.

Others: Jenkins Reservoir on highway 50, lots of planters; Baum Lake, Lake McCumber, East Walker, and the
Owens River

Winterize Your Warm Weather Gear Bud J.

Wintertime calls for cold weather clothes including insulated waders, somewhat heavier weight rods and,
generally, sink type lines. So where is all that warm weather gear going to end up? In the garage?

Not the garage — why not the garage? Most of our garages contain one or more vehicles, gas powered machines
and many volatile fluids which are all able to give off fumes that will attack your expensive waders, fly lines,
leader materials, etc.

I routinely wash my light weight waders and hang them indoors, demount my reels that most likely won’t be
used in winter, then clean the lines and rewind each on an empty large spool and, again, store in the house.

While doing the above maintenance on your equipment you are able to either make repairs where needed or
perhaps drop hints as to what Santa could make appear under the old Christmas tree — I will!
